Some Optional Parking Software

There are over 100 software programs that run on the 030.
They can be purchased in any combination. The familiar
programs are standard:

Credit cards or debit cards — Bank cards can be cleared on-line
either dial up or real time. In-house credit cards may be charged back

to the user or his company.
Card linking — This allows you to replace a lost card

with another, but keep the same card number. New
cards will work, old one won’t. Makes record
keeping easy.

Time Zone Violators — Cards that work only during certain time
periods. If they are used outside that period they must be used at a cashier
terminal to exit, and the excess fee collected.

Roving cashier — Flat rate fees can be charged to a cashier who opens a
gate for a daily customer. The cashier collects the fee from the customer, lets
him exit at any gate using his or her rover card, then at shift end, a report

is generated stating how much should be turned in.

Anti -passback/redeal — sounds simple. Well, it
means that you can reset the in/out status of any
single card, a group of cards or all cards from the
030. Optionally you can do this by time (if you open
the gates at night and close them in the morning.) Nesting — forces parkers to park in a less desirable area (on a roof or in a
basement) after driving through a more desirable area.

Secards. System 030 takes them all. Lane Monitoring — Secom pioneered this software 15 years ago and

Cash reports — Secom’s standard 030 reports are the
most complete and easiest to read in the industry.

Present all three cards at
entry and they get credit for being a carpool. It motivates car-
